While Kwandwe is a Big 5 reserve and rich in diversity of wildlife, the keystone conservation species are black
and white rhino. The rich ecosystem of open plains and bushveld thickets provides the ideal environment, and
the reserve currently supports healthy and growing populations of both black and white rhinos. With a very
high level of poaching and rhino horn trafficking within South Africa, there is an urgent need to help protect
and preserve this vulnerable species.

As the world of conservation integrates with technology and the
power of Al, Kwandwe has embraced leading technology
applications to preserve and protect their rhinos.

Besides the required DNA sample, each young rhino has to be
ear-notched for ID purposes before it leaves its mother. The
adult rhinos are also being fitted with state-of-the-art solar-
powered ankle collars that feed critical information to the
conservation team on the movement, stress levels and behaviour
of the rhinos.

This is a crucial tool for conservation and can only be done
through the immobilisation of the rhino, providing a unique
opportunity for Kwandwe guests to participate actively.

Prepare for action with a comprehensive conservation briefing.
Then, alongside Angus Sholto-Douglas (Managing Director)
Craig Sholto-Douglas (Environmental Manager) and a
veterinarian, you'll all be assigned roles for the morning's rhino
conservation efforts.

Once the rhinos are located and sedated, assist the specialists on
the ground with administering medication, taking scientific
measurements, fitting ankle collars and monitoring the rhino’s
well-being. This is the most technologically advanced
conservation system in place to protect rhinos and has yielded
invaluable insights and learnings about rhino behaviour.
